Among the tour’s highlights for golfers will be the opportunity to play Machrihanish
and Machrihanish Dunes on the opposite side of the River Clyde from Turnberry.
Machrihanish Dunes is the first true links course built on Scotland’s west coast in more than
100 years. Previously a challenging location to reach, Machrihanish is now accessible via a
60-minute trip on a Kintyre Express ocean taxi. PerryGolf is also offering access to the Ailsa
Course on the day it officially reopens following the final round of the Open Championship.
